1.3.1 Institution integrates cross cutting issues relevant to Gender, Environment and Sustainability, Human Values and Professional Ethics into the Curriculum

Brick faculty studies and interprets syllabus in its own philosophy and designs teaching plan. For example as per Savitribai Phule Pune University (SPPU), the architectural design projects taken every semester have been intended for following.

First year- Human and Gender sensitive approach

Second year- Application of building materials and technologies in design

Third year- Integration of services in design and campus design

Fourth year- Housing and Urban design

Fifth year- Culmination of all the learning in a thesis project

Under these categories the faculty have been designing projects on contextual matters for the respective semesters and students have been working on the same. Though the syllabus has been interpreted with these core ideas, but sensitization about environment, society, humanity, tangible and non tangible aspects of heritage, sustainability etc are addressed in general to all the batches right from first year.

For example once first year students had designed birds watching centre with use of all sustainable materials.

The same batch when reached in second year, had visited to a slum area called Sanjay nagar slum in Ahmednagar and developed a brief on improvising their livelihood through a vocational training institute.

Following is list of projects that have been undertaken by the respective batches.

The fourth year syllabus mentions to include an urban level project. These are identified by faculty on the context based issues. Following projects have been adopted by fourth year design team.

Year 2016-17- Transit Oriented Development for Pune Metro

The students worked on four major metro stations in Pune city, i.e, Mandai, Vanaz, Warehouse and Shivaji Nagar. They studied the urban fabric of these areas and analyzed the impact of Metro on it. With emphasis on maximum people using the Metro service, they proposed the policy level interventions too to improvise the last mile connectivity. Finally they proposed architectural intervention in line with this development. The embedded file shows the further details. 
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Year 2017-18-  ENVISIONING THE FUTURE; Case of Pune 
Pune city is growing towards fringe areas, which are the most affected or delicate areas, which if addressed in the right way in present times, shall lead to sensible development in future. Students were given selected 4 areas in fringe areas of Pune City. They demonstrated, based on certain parameters, studied and analyzed these areas. And then they came up with Vision statements for each area. These vision plans were presented in the form of students’ policy level and individual architectural interventions. The basis of this statement was the comprehensive analysis done before. 
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Year 2018-19 WELL-BEING AND URBAN DESIGN THROUGH NEW URBANISUM
This project was focused on the study of city fabric and its potential of affecting overall well being of society through New Urbanism Principles. They studied a varied geographic area in Pune city . The outputs of this study were urban design level interventions (in groups) and also the architectural interventions (individual). The brief is given in the embedded file.

Year 2019-20

The fourth year students have dissertation and research in architecture in the curriculum. 

The list of topics as given below demonstrates that they are sensitized towards societal concerns and environmental issues and sustainability.

The fifth or final year students culminate their learning in the form of Architectural Project 2- which is called Thesis. Since the time Brick’s first batch has entered in its final year (Year 2017), students have touched upon the contextual projects and worked on them with their academics. Following are the lists of thesis topics. Thesis is a stage where students explore their own potential to address the societal concerns with their individual approach. The professional ethics are actually well thought in all the topics. This table highlights on the projects where more emphasis has been given on gender, environment and sustainability and human values.

PROJECT:             PUNE METRO & THE URBAN INTERFACE   
 


Introduction  
 


 Infrastructure is an important tool in the hands of the government to generate or capitalize on various 


development opportunities and also to channelize the growth of its cities. We find numerous examples 


across the globe where different forms of infrastructural developments viz. expressway, high speed 


railway (Bullet train), riverfront development, BRTS, etc. were the driving force in changing the 


character of those particular cities (e.g. London, Bogota, etc.)  


 


Indian cities, with their ever growing population, demand for such interventions in order to tackle the 


severe problems of pollution, traffic jams and the deteriorating quality of life within them.  


 


Along with monorail, BRTS and river front development, rapid rail transit system or METRO is one of 


the major infrastructure entities being proposed across various cities by the Government of India in order 


to address these urban issues & bring an order to their growth. After Delhi, Mumbai, Chennai, Bangalore, 


etc. Pune is the latest entrant to this list.  


 


However, introduction of a METRO system would require large scale investments and significant 


(re)organizing of the urban fabric across the network so as to accommodate & cater the large volume of 


people that would move in/out of the stations & their precincts.  


 


All of this would naturally require a comprehensive design & planning framework based on the inputs 


from various agencies viz. planners, engineers, etc. Architecture & urban design would undoubtedly have 


a crucial role to play as built mass will be the primary tool in achieving the above mentioned 


requirements.  


 


Taking this into consideration, the aim of the 4th year urban design studio is to understand & analyze the 


impact of the proposed METRO network and come up with cohesive design strategies that will not only 


address the issues plaguing the city of Pune but also improve the quality of life that it has to offer so that 


it can compete globally.  


 







 


Aim and Objectives of the studio 
 


• Highlight the inter dependency of architecture & urban design 


 


• Understand the principles of a transit oriented development (TOD) & their manifestation in

Methodology:  
 


The studio shall consider the alignment of the proposed METRO corridor along with the stations as base 


reference and then follow the work plan as mentioned below:  


 


• Stage 1 - Documentation & Analysis (4_Group work) - Identify stations (two / class) with 


distinct characteristics and then document, understand & analyze the station impact zones w.r.t. 


their peculiarities  


 


• Stage 2 - Strategy & Master plan (8_Group work) - Based on the analysis, derive a cohesive 


design strategy for each station impact zone that would further guide the formulation of  2 


different master plans for that particular station precinct with 2 different visions. 


 


• Stage 3 - Architectural Intervention (Individual project) - With reference to the master plan, 


choose & design an architectural project that would be the spatial manifestation of the design 


strategy for that particular station impact zone. They had to design 4000sq.ft for their individual 


architectural interventions.

INTENT OF THE STUDIO 


To Understand the evolution and growth of a city. To study and analyse the present and 


envision the future.  


Demonstration place : Pune 


Why Pune? 


One of the fastest growing cities in Asia, which is already facing the brunt of haphazard 


Urban sprawl, giving rise to unplanned development with a number of issues. With the 


advent of PMRDA, new possibilities have opened up for having a ‘Vision’ for the 


upcoming areas. Can we identify opportunities in Pune and make it possible to envision 


the future, especially in the areas that are fragile or thresholds of development? 


STUDIO METHODOLOGY 


 STAGE 1(Done in Week 0, before start of the semester) - To sensitize the students 


about Urban level study, by a small exercise which shall help them zoom out their 


thinking from ‘Architecture’ of one building or a site to ‘a City’ and its structure.  


Method Used : Game Theory and its interpretations. 


 STAGE 2 (Done in Week 0, before start of the semester)- To introduce Pune as the 


city and sensitise them to various aspects that establishes the identity or uniqueness, 


through a group work. 


Method Used: Various interpretations of Pune through different lenses (foci) to be 


presented only through graphics, videos, installations, models, etc. Constraint of not 


using any written matter or very little written matter and no Power point 


presentations. 


 STAGE 3 – A comprehensive study of Pune area through various mappings and 


aspects and their analysis. 







Method Used: Each class (2 No.s) did a comprehensive study of Pune based on 


various aspects like evolution, Infrastructure, Architectural characteristics, Socio-


cultural, socio-economical, etc. The study was majorly based on secondary data. 


 STAGE 4 – The students arrived at a conclusion, which was – The fringe areas are the 


most affected or delicate areas, which if addressed in the right way in present 


times, shall lead to sensible development in future. Due to time constraint and this 


being an Undergraduate level Urban design studio, we cannot address the entire 


fringe of Pune, so selecting 4 areas of demonstration, based on certain parameters, 


study and analyse them. 


 


Method Used : Each class was divided into 2 groups each (hence 4 such groups) 


and each given one study area around the fringe to study and analyse. 


Mapping of each area considering various parameters (these may change 


according to characteristic differences in the study area, some remain constant), 


analyse them and come up with a comprehensive analysis. The study is almost up 


to 85-90% of first hand data, collected through understanding of site through a no. 


of site visits,  surveys and analysed accordingly. This is done through existing model, 


various maps, pie charts, graphs, metrices, sections, pictures, sketches, etc. 


 


 STAGE 5 – Come up with Vision statements for each area. These can be presented 


in the form of a composed sheet of collage of pictures, sketches, etc and one 


statement or Name for the area, which is the focus of your interventions. The basis 


of this statement shall be the comprehensive analysis done before. 


Method used: To come up with a name or vision statement and justify the same, 


and reinforce the vision through a collage of various pictures, sketches, statements, 


etc. 


 STAGE 6 – To come up with area(s) of intervention based on the vision statement 


and hence a master plan of proposals and strategies (may be a ‘Vision Plan’).  


Method Used :  To further divide the class  in groups of 6 each, hence around 3 


groups per class (Total 6 groups) who shall come up with vision statements and 


area of intervention.  Groups may have same vision statements with various areas 


of interventions.  Groups may have same area of intervention with different vision 


statements. But no 2 groups may have same area of intervention with the same 


vision statement. 


 STAGE 7 – The 6 groups shall come up with proposals of master plan, with policies 


and strategies for their areas of intervention within their own study area. 


Method Used: Master plan with justifications, sections, 3D views, proposal models, 


sketches, etc. 


 STAGE 8 -  The groups shall be further divided into groups of 3 each (4 in each class, 


hence total 8 groups), where they will chose one Architectural intervention, based 


on the master plan policies and strategies and come up with a detail Architectural 


statement.
